The dialogues are designed in such a way that
learners listen to them and use them through
meaningful engagement with English language.

Stories for Young Learners of English
This is a series of stories for young learners in the
formative years of schooling. Narrated in ‘story
telling mode’ (not teaching the stories) the stories
are told to very young learners to listen, notice and
absorb language from ‘meanings’ of the stories.
Exposure to language through the stories enables
them to acquire/learn the English language in a
natural manner. Many strategies are adopted to
make the story telling interesting and to reinforce
ideas of the stories and drawing the attention of
learners to language aspects implicitly so as to make
children internalise the aspects of English language
with the pleasure of listening to and participating in
storytelling.

English language learning depends on
learner’s engagement with the language.
Engagement with language happens when
learners work with language through the
means of reading, listening and speaking,
writing, and of course working with the
language elements such as grammatical
aspects of the language. It also involves
critical thinking. Learners receive inputs
through texts, oral language; listen to a
narrative and putting ideas into use for
purposes. These inputs lead to interaction
and ultimately language outcomes in the
form of language use by learners. A typical
English language classroom is expected to
provide such experiences through teacher-
learner interaction, learner-text interaction,
and learner-learner interaction to promote
language learning. Video lessons on
various English language skills in general
(viz. study skills, listening, speaking,
reading, writing and grammar(ing)) as also
based on the textbook lessons will engage
and reinforce the language skills which
the English language curriculum aims to
achieve in learners.

Language aspects skills

English language classroom videos include
the following aspects and skills of language
learning. The video lessons are based
on textbook lessons and independent
of textbooks promoting learning in the
learner. The purpose is to provide learners
varied learning experiences through audio
and visual means and interactions. The
video lessons include

1. Listening — Listening for information,
inference, interpratation and for
extrapolation.

2. Writing — Understading the processes
involved in writing - factual writing,
descriptive writing, discursive writing,
creative writing, writing for media and
SO on.

3. Study skills — Note making, note taking,

summarizing

4. Reading - both intensive and extensive
reading

5. Grammar in contexts - Pedagogical
grammar.

Structure of the videos

Warm-up / Introduction: An activity /
task which takes the learner ‘nto’ the
topic / language aspect. If the activity is,
say, listening learners are asked to or are
prepared to (through an activity) listen and
do some activities based on the listening.
The activity: This part contains
presentation through Power Point or visuals
and audio assisted talk.




Learner practice: The learners are given
a task for which the input is shown on the
screen.

Sum-up: Closing by ‘consciousness raising’
i.e. drawing the attention of the learners
how the ideas work and the language /
grammatical aspects. This is followed by
a (follow up) activity to be done by learners
on their own.

However, the design changes depending on
the language skills and nature of the
activity.
